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April 2011 – Holy Week at FCCC 

The Pastor and Worship Team are planning some creative ways to infuse 
the ancient rituals that fill Passion Week with innovative symbolism and 
relevant meaning.  We hope you will join us on this journey. 

Sunday, April 17 – 10:30 a.m. – Palm Procession and Passion Sunday 
Service – “Their Plaintive Cries” – Through organ, cello, solo, choir, 
hymns, prayers, and preaching this service will invite worshippers to 
explore the deep longing of the people of first century Palestine for a 
Messiah to save them from the horrors of Roman occupation and the 
complacency of religious collaborators.  Likewise, we will lift up the 
escalating need today for peoples around the world to cry out against their 
oppressors and seek salvation through democracy, freedom, and perhaps 
even the Prince of Peace. 

Thursday, April 21, 7 p.m. – Maundy Thursday Service – “Urban 
Tenebrae Service” – We will journey figuratively in our hearts and minds, 
and literally around the sanctuary, through the classic devotional ritual of 
the Tenebrae Service, or ―Service of Shadows,‖ exploring the relevancy of 
Christ’s last few days upon the earth, from the Upper Room to the Cross, to 
the people and circumstances of the urban core, the city of Cleveland, 
specifically.  Worshippers will have the choice of participating in Holy 
Communion, Foot Washing, and other rituals to help make this somber 
service an opportunity for personal and communal reflection and spiritual 
growth. 

Friday, April 22, 5:30 p.m. Meal, 6:30 p.m. Service – Good Friday 
Service of Solidarity With St. Herman’s House Of Hospitality (4410 
Franklin Blvd.) – Our congregation, along with our sisters and brothers 
from around the Near West Side neighborhood, will gather for our 
traditional Community Good Friday Service at St. Herman’s, which is a 
place of nourishment, renewal, and rest for many who are low-income or 
homeless, as well as a place of service and renewal for many who are 
gifted with stability and resources.  We will gather outside in the pavilion 
(weather permitting – dress accordingly) to retell the Passion of Christ and 
sing songs of hope. 

Sunday, April 24, 10:30 a.m. – Easter Sunday Celebration! – With joyful 
voices and thankful hearts, we will gather for our Easter Sunday 
Celebration, giving thanks for Christ’s Resurrection and for the confirmation 
that new life is possible for all of us!  In addition to our wonderful regular 
worship leadership, the choir will perform "Songs for the Risen King,‖ new 
medley of traditional anthems, a new gospel song and two signature songs 
from Randy Vader and Jay Rouse.  Bring with you something you can hold 
in your hand that symbolizes new life or resurrection for you. 
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The use and care of rituals 

                         Oftentimes those of us in the so-called ―free church tradition,‖ who generally avoid the more 
intricate forms of liturgy and shun ritual, get a little haughty in our ―freedom‖ and, dare I say, ―in a rut‖ in our 
own ways and traditions.  Yes, it is possible for someone who wants to steer clear of ―those people‖ to become 
the very kind of person they are dismissing: sticks in the mud! 

 To be fair, many who lift up to me either directly or indirectly, the perils of ritualistic liturgy, quoting 
Matthew 6:7 about avoiding ―vain repetitions‖ or ―empty phrases,‖ tap into a good and honest desire (that is 
surely within me, also) to make our worship more authentic, Spirit-led, and responsive.  We certainly should 
yearn for our worship to be more relevant to our lives in the here-and-now, and not just rote attempts at 
religiosity that feel like leftovers from bygone days.  But do these genuine concerns warrant doing away with 
ritual altogether? 

 Of course, the answer lies somewhere in the middle.  Finding the fullest forms of worship requires us to 
be more humble than we are prone to be and to dig deeper than we think we have the time or energy (or need) 
to do so.  During the season of Lent, I would invite us to come to a more thoughtful appreciation of ritual, 
tradition, and liturgy. 

 One of the reasons why I use the ancient routines of the liturgical year (Advent/Christmas/Epiphany/
Lent/Easter/Pentecost/Common Time/Advent…) is because I know that we humans really like our 
celebrations.  If we are not intentional about choosing seasons that are sacred, our tendency would be to drift 
towards the holiays of the culture around us: Independence Day, St. Patrick’s Day, Groundhog Day, etc.  And 
while these celebrations may be important in our civic life, they are not grounded in the concerns, priorities, 
and themes of God and Jesus, as found in the Bible.   

 Particularly the two seasons of preparation, Lent and Advent, while not mentioned by name in the Bible 
are stunning reminders of the critical place of Sabbath in scripture and stark reminders that the preparatory 
tasks of self-reflection, prayer, confession, cleansing, and repentance do not come naturally, especially to 

those of us living in the post-modern world! 

 Likewise, one of the reasons I use the three year Common Lectionary of preaching texts (when I’m not 
doing a sermon series) is that I know very well, when left to my own devices, I will gravitate toward my own 
―favorite‖ texts.  Having in front of me a cycle of most of the significant scriptures in the Bible, along with all the 
resources for Bible Study and preaching preparation that can be made available when many pastors are 
working on the same text each Sunday, makes me more honest and well-rounded in my sermons. 

 In my past, I have noticed that those persons who reject the lectionary, specifically, and rituals, in 
general, are also those persons who tend to repeat over and over the same scriptures to me.  I know the 
biblical text to be vastly more interesting and richer, and have chosen to instead find ways to challenge myself 
to explore the breathtaking breadth of God’s Holy Word. 

 So, as we approach Holy Week, steeped in almost two thousand years of ritual, ceremony, and 
tradition, let us not ―throw out the baby with the bath water.‖  I invite you in the flow of Palm Sunday, to Maundy 
Thursday, through Good Friday and Holy Saturday, to Easter, to seek the depth of wisdom our forbearers.  
Take the gifts they have given us in the rituals of palm waving, bread breaking, cup sharing and foot washing, 
as well as prayer, fasting, and almsgiving, and make them your own.  Give these ancient rituals a chance to 
bring to life sacred biblical truths, but in new and ever more relevant ways.  And someday, both the ancient 
liturgies and your take on them will inspire a new generation of those who follow Christ’s path.
