World Communion Sunday 1 celebrated the first Sunday in October 1
is one of the most venerable of HAspeci
relevancy and depth of meaning in a world where globalization often has
undermined peace and justice T and in a time when fear divides the peoples
of God's earth. On this day we celebrate our oneness in Christ, the Prince of
Peace, in the midst of the world we are called to serve i a world ever more in
need of peacemaking.

World Communion Sunday (originally called World Wide Communion
s Sunday) originated in the Presbyterian Church (USA) in 1936. The

Department of Evangelism of the Federal Council of Churches (a

predecessor body of the National Council of Churches) was first associated

with World Wide Communion Sunday in 109
executive secretary, Jesse Bader (a Disciples of Christ leader), led in its extension to a number of

churches throughout the world, including our own.

This year, World Communion Sunday is also one of the Sundays we receive our
Reconciliation Ministry Offering. This offering
become an pro-reconciling/anti-racist church through experiential education, inclusive worship and
intentional dialogue across racial/ethnic difference. Funds from this offering provide Youth and
Young Adult camps, training programs for leadership development, and resources to promote small
group study and community building.

On October 2 Pastor Allen will preach on the theme, "Awaking People To Joys Of Life With
Jesus" observing World Communion Sunday and the many ways we infuse joy and hope into our
ministry. The scripture texts for the day will be Luke 17:11-19 (Ten Lepers Healed) and Luke 24:13-
35 (Road to Emmaus).
